2. Speak using simple expressions about familiar topics and present
simple information about yourself. 
3. Read short simple paragraphs in French. 
4. Write short interactions related to everyday life, using simple
sentences.

• Negative sentences
• Talk about daily activities, the weather
• The verb “faire” and it’s expressions
• Information questions (getting to know someone)
• The immediate future (going to...)
• The immediate past (I just…)
