ASSOCIATE OF SCIENCE (AS)

Program Description

The Geospatial Science Associate of Science degree is designed for
students interested in completing the first two years of coursework
before transferring to a baccalaureate program in geography, geographic
information systems (GIS), geospatial science, geomatics, or similar
program. It is specifically aligned with the fully online Bachelor of Science
in Geography and Geospatial Science degree at Oregon State University.

Geographic information systems are designed to work with

data referenced by spatial or geographic coordinates. GIS is a
database with capabilities for spatially referenced data, a set of
operations for working with and analyzing the data, and a cartographic
system for designing maps.

Graduates can pursue baccalaureate degrees in geography, geospatial
science, GIS, and related areas and move to careers in environmental
studies, natural resources, federal/state/local governments, planning,
utilities, real estate, education, retail, businesses, banking, insurance, and
web mapping. Careers typically include positions such as GIS technician,
analyst, project manager, computer programmer, database administrator,
systems administrator, cartographer, applications developer, and related
managerial and administrative roles.
